Passing It On … 
 
Amanda grew up at our local Children’s Home. She came to 
CCM in the summer of 2007 following her freshman year at the 
University. A friend in Cabarrus County allowed her to live 
with her for the summer and share expenses. She found two 
part time jobs and worked both of them for most of the 
summer. 
 
CCM was able to give her a $25.00 gas card and some food 
when she first arrived to help her until she received a paycheck. 
She used a computer at the Crisis Center to apply for financial 
aid for the 07-08 academic year. 
 
Amanda panicked in early August when the financial aid was 
not available to her to pay the deposit and first month's rent for 
the on-campus apartment she planned to share with several 
others.  She had bought a car just before the start of summer 
and a payment was coming due as well as the car insurance.  
Cooperative Christian Ministry was the only place she knew to 
turn to for assistance. 
 
A CCM staff member linked Amanda with a local resource that 
could help her access some state funds appropriated to assist 
former foster children.  Amanda took the initiative from there.  
Available funds allowed her to secure housing for her 
sophomore year and keep her car. CCM was able to provide her 
with donated household goods, many of them new, to furnish 
her first apartment. 
 
According to Amanda, CCM’s help enabled her to stay in 
school. Above all else, Amanda began to understand that she is 
an important part of her caring community and that her well-
being matters to all of us.
